5. QOutcomes, objectives and learning intentions: Approaches to purposeful
curriculum design

6. School-based curriculum development: Planning and preparing a school’s
curricula using original or context-specific curricula and commercial curricula

7. Collaborative practices in curriculum development: Approaches to collaborative
team work by teachers for curriculum development

8. Christian teachers as curriculum developers: Summary, and significance of
curriculum development to the classroom practice of Christian teachers
